The Plan will be voted upon at the face-to-face meeting of the Committee on September 4 in Geneva. The proposed Task Group on Mining and Sustainability is the 5th activity in the Plan and will be listed as Pending Resources, for reason discussed below.
The SME Sustainable Development Committee is working with prior (Michael Karmis, Nikhil Trivedi), present (John Murphy), and future (Jessica Kogel) SME Presidents, with input from Darrel Danyluk, to develop a comprehensive ‘business plan’ for SME leadership of a Mining and Sustainability Task Group. The proposal will be presented to the SME BOD at the mid-year Board Meeting, which will take place after WEC. 

UN RIO+20 Summit – June 2012
WFEO and ICSU are jointly working to develop a five day Science and Technology Forum, to be held the week prior to the RIO+20 Summit. The provisional agenda, which includes a range of topics, is attached. There are also plans to hold side-events on most if not all days of the Summit and focused on the topic of the day. 
A Planning Committee has been former that includes the Chairs of the WFEO Energy and Environment Committees as well as representatives from ICSU. There will be many opportunities for member countries to provide world class speakers and you will see that the topics cover the specialties of AAES member societies.
